 I started my role as the Chief Execu�ve Officer (CEO) for 

Five Na�ons Energy Inc. (FNEI) on January 19, 2016.  In prior 

years, I was on the FNEI Board of Directors, including the Finance 

and Human Resources commi�ee, and also acted as the Interim 

CEO for a couple of months in the fall of 2010.  It’s a pleasure to 

be back with FNEI. 

 We also welcome Mr. Michael Kataquapit, who is an 

A�awapiskat First Na�on member, to the FNEI team!  Michael 

began work at FNEI on July 4, 2016, as a 1
st

 year Appren�ce Sub-

sta�on Electrician!   

 FNEI, as you may be aware, was officially established on 

September 30, 1997, to realize the dream of an unrestricted, reli-

able, safe source of energy, with minimal environmental impacts 

for the First Na�ons of A�awapiskat, Fort Albany, and Kasheche-

wan.  FNEI is regulated by the Ontario Energy Board (OEB) under 

the Transmission system code, and is, therefore, obligated and 

bound by the Regula�ons, and operates strictly as a Transmi�er.  

As you know, the energy sector is divided into three areas within 

the Province of Ontario – Genera�on, Transmission and Distribu-

�on.  The ownership structure of FNEI is composed of the three 

local power corpora�ons, specifically Fort Albany Power Corpora-

�on, Kashechewan Power Corpora�on, and the A�awapiskat 

Power Corpora�on.   The Moose Cree First Na�on, and the 

Taykwa Tagamou First Na�on, are also members of the Corpora-

�on. 

 FNEI is the only transmission company in Canada that is 

100% First Na�on owned and operated by First Na�ons.   We are 

very proud of that fact.  The fact that we were also able to pro-

vide fibre op�cs to the communi�es, and the transfer of the re-

sponsibility to Western James Bay Telecommunica�ons Network, 

is also something we are proud of. 

 On July 21 – 22, 2016, we had a Networking mee�ng 

with the Local Distribu�on Corpora�ons to discuss common 

ma�ers, and to share informa�on.  This mee�ng proved to be 

very produc�ve, and we plan to have them on an annual basis.  

We brought this informa�on to FNEI’s Strategic Planning mee�ng 

held on September 7 -- 8, 2016.   

 As a Transmi�er, FNEI is required to file a Transmission 

Rates Applica�on with the OEB.  Basically, this is when we ask the 

OEB to approve our revenue requirements for the next five (5) 

years.  It is a long complex process where we must file extensive 

evidence to support our request, to ensure we operate our trans-

mission system in a safe and reliable manner.  We submi�ed our 

Rates Applica�on on Wednesday, July 27, 2016.

 Anniversary on September 

30
th

, 2017.  It is truly a good news story for all people in the 

Mushkegowuk Territory, especially those communi�es that have 

benefi�ed from FNEI’s work.

Conserva�on on the Coast – a Year in Re-

view: 

The past year has been another exci�ng 

one for the Conserva�on on the Coast 

(CotC) program!  The Power Corpora�ons’ 

conserva�on programs are being imple-

mented in all three communi�es and the 

Community Energy Plan process has been 

ongoing with an ac�on plan due in the fall 

of 2016. 

A�awapiskat, Kashechewan, and Fort Al-

bany, Power Corpora�ons, as a condi�on 

of their provincial opera�ng license, are 

required to offer conserva�on programs to 

their customers.  This is no different than 

any other power corpora�on in Ontario. 

The Power Corpora�ons are working to-

gether, along with FNEI, to deliver these 

programs.   

The most visible program is the energy 

retrofit of approximately  ten homes per 

year in each community.   The energy ret-

rofits include the installa�on of exterior 

insula�on to the walls and founda�on, air 

sealing, adding more insula�on in the aRc 

space, and installing plas�c on the earthen 

floor of the crawlspace to stop moisture 

migra�on into the house.   

This work started in 2014 with energy au-

dits done on 100 homes in each communi-

ty.  The results of those audits created an 

ini�al list of homes, that, from an energy 

savings perspec�ve, needed the most 

amount of work.  The energy retrofit work 

is being done in full consulta�on with the 

respec�ve Housing Manager.   

Ten homes were retrofi�ed in 2015, and 

twenty more in 2016 and 2017.  If our 

work is done well and the Power Corpora-

�ons can demonstrate a significant reduc-

�on in electricity consump�on in the retro-

fi�ed homes, then our funder, the Inde-

pendent Electricity System Operator (IESO) 

will provide further resources to retrofit an 

addi�onal twenty homes in each commu-

nity.  If everything works out a total of fiOy 

homes per community will be more com-

fortable and affordable to heat.   

More homes will receive an energy audit 

over the course of the conserva�on pro-

gram and, at a minimum, they will have 

some basic energy efficiency products (LED 

bulbs, hot water pipe wrap, water heater 

insula�on blanket etc.) installed. 

There is a local work crew, foreman and a 

Conserva�on Coordinator in each commu-

nity doing the energy retrofits.   Assis�ng 

the local staff and managing the conserva-

�on programs on behalf of the three Pow-

er Corpora�ons is Mr. Craig Nootchtai, and 

providing ongoing technical assistance are 

Mr. Rick Brant and Ms. Gail Lawlor. 

In August 2016, four IESO staff, including 

Mr. Terry Young, VP of Conserva�on and 

Ms. Kaili Sermat-Harding, Assistant Deputy 

Minister, Conserva�on and Renewable 

Energy Division, with the Ontario Ministry 

of Energy, visited all three communi�es 

and our local staff proudly toured them to 

a variety of homes that demonstrated the 

quality workmanship of our energy retrofit 

crews.  

Our Provincial government guests were 

impressed with our work and they now 

have a be�er understanding of the prob-

lems facing the First Na�ons including the 

difficulty and expense of shipping building 

materials.  Local caterers provided won-

derful meals in each community. 

We know there is a lot of work to do in the 

homes in all three communi�es.   Many 

founda�ons need to be repaired or re-

placed, roofs need to be re-shingled and 

windows and doors need to be replaced 

before we can add insula�on and draO 

proofing.   Unfortunately, major repairs are 

outside the CotC mandate but we are 

working collabora�vely with each Housing 

Manager and leadership to find other op-

�ons and funding. 

The Community Energy Plan (CEP) process 

has been ongoing over the past two years 

with several mee�ngs with Chiefs and 

Councils, youth and community members.   

In general, a CEP looks at opportuni�es for 

communi�es to reduce the amount of en-

ergy used, ways to use energy more effi-

ciently and to explore the viability of pro-

ducing energy from renewable sources.   

Emerging key themes include the need to 

build local capacity of skilled trades, ex-

plore op�ons to resolve shiOing founda-

�ons, improve housing through the imple-

menta�on of housing policy and renewa-

ble energy.   An ac�on plan will be present-

ed in the fall that reflects the key themes 

and celebrates the ac�ons taken to date to 

move toward a more sustainable future. 

The CotC and the CEP goals are the same – 

“Working together to make our homes 

safe, healthy, comfortable, durable and 

energy efficient.”  Good progress con�n-

ues to be made and we look forward to 

even more posi�ve ac�ons in the coming 

years.
