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FNEI.  I will be re-
lying heavily on the 
dedicated Board 
members of  FNEI 
to set a course that 
benefits all the 
communities.

Although I 
am still relatively 
new, the focus 
of  FNEI has not 
changed.  Since 
I have been on 
board we continue 
to focus on the 
two main aspects 
of  our business.  
These two aspects 
are safety and reli-
ability.  Safety has 
a very high focus 
in the electricity 
business and we 
at FNEI ensure 
safety is our num-
ber one priority.  
Therefore I will 
use this oppor-
tunity to remind 
everyone to take 
caution and be 
careful with work-
ing in and around 
any electric power 
source.  

W h e n  i t 
comes to reliabil-
ity, FNEI’s goal 
is to provide reli-

able power to our customers 100% of  
the time.  This is a very difficult target to 
achieve.   Over the last six years, we have 
been tracking our reliability statistics and 
we have achieved a reliability rating of  
99.7%.  What this means is that FNEI 
has been providing power 99.7% of  the 
time as per our planned delivery sched-
ule.  We do have outages to work on the 
system and these planned outages are not 
factored into this reliability rating.  Also, 

our customers do experience other un-
planned outages, and these are sometimes 
due to system failures that are not within 
FNEI’s control or asset base.  If  you think 
a 99.7% reliability factor is good, we do 
not.  FNEI wants to do better and with 
the commissioning of  the new power 
line that we expect to take place later this 
year, we are confident our reliability rating 
will improve.

And finally, I would like to give 
you a brief  update on the connection 
of  the fiber optic line.  The final work is 
being planned and we expect this to be 
completed this summer.  So by the time 
the children go back to class in the fall, 
we are confident the fiber optic system 

Board Information Tour
On November 12, 2008, Larry 

Brooksbank travelled with eight mem-
bers from the FNEI Board of  Direc-
tors and some of  the Local Distribu-
tion Company employees from all three 
communities to show them first hand 
the upgrades and modifications to the 
FNEI infrastructure.  

The upgrades include the new 
transmission line constructed by De 
Beers Canada, the fibre optic cable 
installation and telecommunications 
shelters in each community, new 
control buildings in each community, 
back up transformers in Fort Albany 
and Attawapiskat, and the prepara-
tions for the back up transformer in 
Kashechewan.

Once these upgrades are ener-
gized and transferred to FNEI, FNEI 
will have doubled the value of  its assets 
since the initial installation just seven 
years ago.  In addition to providing 
service to the Victor project, these 
upgrades will also help to ensure that 
the communities have fewer disrup-
tions in their service, and that the line 

is better maintained and monitored.  
The addition of  fibre optic cables to 
the infrastructure will allow instant 
notification if  there is an outage or 
problem along the line, and the excess 
capacity will be made available to the 
communities for high speed Internet 
access.  

Individuals from each of  the 
three communities attended the tour, 
with Peter Paulmartin, a new Board 
member, and Sally Louttit represent-
ing Attawapiskat, Henry Koosees, 
Mary Williams, and Sam Friday rep-
resenting Kashechewan, and Alex 
Solomon, Priscilla Nakogee, and 
Cassandra Hookimaw representing 
Fort Albany.  While in Fort Albany, 
John-Paul Nakochee, George Ed-
wards, and Douglas Nakogee joined 
the tour. This tour offered people who 
work with FNEI a chance to better 
understand the whole system and all 
its components, and ask questions 
about how it all works.  

will be up and running.  A new com-
pany called Western James Bay Telecom 
Network (WJBTN) has been formed to 
deliver the fiber optic cable within each 
of  our member communities.  The com-
pany will deliver the benefits within the 
member communities.  As for FNEI, the 
fiber optics will enable us to improve our 
system and increase our efficiency and 
reliability.  It also provides us with 24 hour 
monitoring of  our sub-stations located in 
each community.

I look forward to providing updates 
in future newsletters and I wish you all a 
safe and happy summer.

a corporation that is now recognized as 
being very successful by the business 
community throughout Northern On-
tario. There are many people we need to 
honor for giving us an opportunity to be a 
full participant in the development of  our 
untapped resources surrounding us. 

In December 2008, I attended the 
Aboriginal Energy Conference and the 
Association of  Power Producers of  On-
tario conferences, both held in Toronto. 
At those conferences I heard both the 
Minister of  Energy and the Minister for 
Aboriginal Affairs in Ontario say that 
no new development will move forward 
without the full participation of  any or 
all of  the First Nations impacted by the 
development. It is recognized and ac-
knowledged by governments and resource 
developers that development will only 
happen only if  the impacted First Nations 
are partners or are somehow engaged in 
the project. We should all be breathing a 
sigh of  relief, because we remember how 
long our leaders have been demanding to 
be included in any activity that takes place 
within our region and community. 

There was also an Aboriginal Law 
conference, which saw the participation 
of  the law community from Canada. The 
participants here sought to find ways at 
interpreting and defining the meaning of  
the Supreme Court of  Canada rulings on 
the duty to consult and accommodate. It 
was a worthwhile experience to witness 
all the players involved in resource devel-
opment embracing the rulings positively 
and to listen to their questions on how 
we can move forward together to ac-
commodate the needs of  developers and 
First Nations.

In moving forward, it becomes even 
more important now for FNEI to main-
tain cohesive relationships with all of  our 
partners so we can take advantage of  the 
many opportunities that lie ahead should 
our membership decide to develop the 
resources in our territories. We as First 
Nations will and should begin to have 
dialogue and discussion on what we want 
for our communities. The experience

Canadore College Cultural Gathering 2008
This was the 18th year for the 

Canadore College Cultural Gathering, 
organized by the Aboriginal Learning 
Unit at the college.  The theme “Hon-
ouring the Past, Moving Forward” 
was embodied in the presence of  
youth and elders, and in the dancing, 
drumming, and songs performed 
throughout the day.  The festivities 
included more than 100 dancers, and 
were well attended. Vendors sold local 
crafts, art, and even buffalo burgers on 
scone bread. Students at the college 
participate in the organization of  this 
annual gathering and learn leadership 
skills and support the preservation 
of  culture.

Moose Factory Island Fire Rescue Competition Team
Six members of  the Moose Factory Island Fire Rescue 

attended the Annual Ontario Native Fire Fighters Society Con-
ference and Competition in Sault Ste. Marie.  This conference 
provided an opportunity to participate in training workshops 
including auto extrication, disaster training, and pump operations. 
This training helps to ensure that the fire rescuers are prepared for 
their work, and can do their work safely and quickly, which in turn 

improves the safety of  the community.  At the competition por-
tion, the Moose Factory team placed first in Ontario, and went 

on to represent Ontario at the national 
competition in Edmonton later in the 
year.  The Moose Factory team again did 
well and placed 3rd nationally.  

Gathering of Our People
Each year since 2001, the Moose 

Cree First Nation has hosted a “Gather-
ing of  Our People”, a five day festival 
that showcases and celebrates the 
Omushkego Cree culture and people.  
This community gathering brings 
together many current and former 
residents, as well as neighbours and 
friends, and grows each year.  The 
theme in 2008 was “Embracing our 
Cultural Identity” and the festival 

included music, dance, visual art shows, literature, traditional 
foods and examples of  traditional harvesting techniques.

Youth and Elders Gathering
The Youth Department of  the Mushkegowuk Council 

hosted a Mushkegowuk Youth and Elders Gathering in Moose 
Factory to help build relationships and share knowledge between 
Youth and Elders in the region.  The theme in 2008 was “Rekin-

dling the Spirit through Traditions” and 
the event focused on passing on the tradi-
tions and knowledge accumulated from 
generation to generation.  The vast and 
complex knowledge held by the Elders 
of  the Mushkegowuk is unique and this 
event offers an opportunity to pass this 
knowledge to the next generation, and 
build relationships between the Elders 
and the Youth.

Attawapiskat Youth Human Rights Forum
The struggle in Attawapiskat to 

have a new school constructed continues 
to drag on, and the students continue to 
study in sub-standard portables awaiting 
a long overdue school. In order to draw 
more attention to this issue, youth from 

Attawapiskat travelled to Toronto in November to raise aware-
ness and rally students around this issue.  This drew national 
media attention including coverage by CTV and the Globe 
and Mail.

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Western James Bay Telecom Update
High speed Internet access is com-

ing to the Western James Bay coast, and 
only a few hurdles remain before it is 
a reality.  Most of  the infrastructure is 
now in place, including telecommunica-
tions shelters in each community and the 
main fibre optic cable from Moosonee 
to Attawapiskat.  All that is left to be 
installed is the local fibre optic cable, 
which will link customers directly to 
the telecom shelters and the electron-
ics there.  This cable will be trans-
ported on the winter road this season, 
clearing one of  the last hurdles out of  
the way for Internet access. This cable 
will be installed this summer.

Given the remoteness and small 
populations of  the communities 
and the high cost to current and 
new providers to deliver services to 
the communities, the not for profit 
Western James Bay Telecom Network 
(WJBTN) has undertaken a public 
private partnership to launch the 
initiative. Five Nations Energy Inc. is 
providing the necessary fibre strands 
to enable the delivery of  high speed 
broadband and telecommunication ser-

vices to the communities of  Attawapiskat, 
Fort Albany and Kashechewan. 

Xittel, a Quebec based telecom-
munications engineering company, was 
selected to provide the network equip-
ment, and will eventually provide local 
high speed Internet service and network 

management. The Northern Ontario 
Heritage Fund Corporation has commit-

ted $1.5 million to the WJBTN to bring 
high-speed Internet to Attawapiskat, 
Kashechewan and Fort Albany. FedNor 
has committed $500,000 toward the 
project. 

Some of  the potential new services 
include: high speed Internet access; wire-

less Internet access; improved voice 
and long distance services; distance 
education; telehealth including video-
conferencing for medical consulta-
tions, electronic health records, etc.; 
teleradiology and picture archiving 
and communication systems to store, 
retrieve, distribute and present patient 
images for the Weeneebayko General 
Hospital, the James Bay General Hos-
pital Clinic in Moosonee, the Hospital 
Wings in Attawapiskat and Fort Al-
bany and the Health Canada Nursing 
Station in Kashechewan.

These services are only possible 
with the WJBTN fibre optic network. 
Ontera’s analogue microwave system 
cannot deliver advanced telecommu-

nication or broadband services. Expect to 
hear more about this project over the next 
few months as things become finalized.
